     1]  Repent – admit to God that you are a sinner – ask 
the Lord to forgive you of your sin 
    2]  Believe – Jesus claimed to be God;  He was cruci-
fied on the cross, was buried and rose from the dead to pay 
for your sins – believe it!  Trust in Jesus – rely upon Jesus 
and his words alone.   No religion, church or good works 
could ever take away your sins – only Jesus! 
  
For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begot-
ten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not per-
ish, but have everlasting life.  John 3:16 
  
     These words of Jesus are either the truth or a lie – be-
lieve Jesus and trust in these words and you can have his 
forgiveness & the promise of everlasting life.   Reject them 
and there is no hope.  “For whosoever shall call upon the 
name of the Lord shall be saved.”  (Romans 10:13) 
  
     All heaven is waiting for you to take the next step.  For 
you to admit you are a sinner and read this far is awesome 
– but it is now time to BELIEVE!   Lord Jesus, I admit 
that I am a sinner and deserve to go to hell.  Lord Jesus, 
please forgive me.  I believe that you are God and that 
you died on the cross to pay for my sins – please be mer-
ciful to me a sinner and save my soul today.  Thank you!

I say unto you, that likewise joy shall be in heaven over 
one sinner that repenteth, more than over ninety and 
nine just persons, which need no repentance.  Luke 15:7

There is no man that sinneth not…  I Kings 8:46 
  

Who can say, I have made my heart clean, I am pure from 
my sin?  Proverbs 20:9 
  

All we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned every 
one to his own way…  Isaiah 53:6 
  

There is none righteous, no, not one.   Romans 3:10 
  

All have sinned, and come short of the glory of God.  Rom 3:23 
 
     Ever told a lie?  Even once?   You probably have never 
murdered anyone, but Jesus said that hatred in your heart 
for someone is just like murder (I John 3:15)    What about greed?  
Envy?  Pride?  Bitterness?  Jesus said that if we lust after 
someone in your heart, it is just like adultery!  (Matt 5:28) 
 
     If you answered this question with a NO, you have not 
only lied, but you have turned God into a liar and put your-
self beyond any hope of getting right with God! 
 
If we say that we have not sinned, we make him a liar, and 
his word is not in us.  I John 1:10 
  

When Jesus heard it, he saith...They that are whole have no 
need of the physician, but they that are sick: I came not to 
call the righteous, but sinners to repentance.  Mark 2:17 
 
How ironic – answering NO is proof positive that YES was 
the correct answer all along! 

     Determining that YES is the correct answer is not the 
hard part – but rather, ADMITTING it is where most peo-
ple struggle – just ask those who answered no!  Answering 
YES is not only wise and brave, but it puts you in a position 
to solve the problem raised! 
  
     Jesus did not come to earth to help religious people, self-
righteous people or those who thought themselves to be 
“good.”   Jesus came to help those who know they have bro-
ken God’s laws and realize that they are unworthy of heaven 
– that their own goodness is not good enough - SINNERS! 
  
Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners; of whom 
I am chief.  I Timothy 1:15 
  

The Son of man is come to save that which was lost.  Matt 18:11 
  

God commendeth his love toward us, in that, while we 
were yet sinners, Christ died for us.  Romans 5:8 
  
     Jesus was accused by his enemies of being a “friend of 
sinners” (Matt 11:19)  and claimed that “he which converteth the 
sinner from the error of his way shall save a soul from 
death...” (James 5:20)   This is why Jesus preached that sinners 
need to be saved from their sins.  Jesus Christ eventually 
made this call to repent a possibility by dying on the cross 
IN THE SINNER’S PLACE!  Jesus paid YOUR fine for you!   
Your penalty for sin was eternity in hell – Jesus, as GOD in 
the flesh took an eternity of hell upon himself for every man, 
woman and child.   How do you get in on this?  How do you 
take advantage of this offer to have your sins forgiven?   You 
must do these two things from the heart:
